The Pittsburgh Downtown Partnership (PDP) has promoted downtown 
living for the past six years.  In an effort to showcase the Downtown 
Neighborhood, the PDP plans to take part in the October 3, 2008 
Gallery Crawl in the Cultural District by displaying the work of 
photographers in a gallery exhibition called Downtown Living Exposed.   
 
We are looking for photographs within the last two years that capture 
the feel and look of Downtown’s emerging residential neighborhood.  
Selected entries will: 

• Showcase Downtown as a neighborhood—focusing on the residents, amenities, urban lifestyle, 
etc. that make downtown livable. 

• Be confined to images within the Golden Triangle, North Shore, Strip District, and Uptown. 
• Promote Downtown living. 

 
Deadline for submissions is NOON on September 12, 2008.   
Each entry must be emailed to LivingExposed@gmail.com with the following items attached: 
_____ One image in JPEG format, sized no larger than 7 x 7 inches, Resolution 150 pixels\inch.  

Images will be reviewed anonymously so the image should not identify the Artist’s 
identity. 

_____ An Artist statement (up to 100 words) in an MS Word document, and 
_____ The Living Exposed Photograph Submission form (below). 
We will email a confirmation reply within 48 hours that we have received the entry. 
We will notify the selectees of our decision no later than September 17th. 
 
There is no fee for entering.  However, selected photographs will be required to be mailed\delivered, AND 
framed, wired, and ready to hang, to the PDP office (hours 8am-4pm, Monday-Friday) by 4 pm on September 
23, 2008.  Prints should be no larger than 20 x 24 inches. We strongly recommend the use of Plexiglas instead 
of glass.  
 
The Downtown Living Exposed exhibit will be juried.   Those selections will receive: 

• Exposure to over 3,000 visitors to the Gallery Crawl  
• Option to make your work available for purchase (commission-free) at the exhibit 
• Exposure on the PDP website and marketing materials 
• Three artists will be selected for cash awards –  

o First Place ($1,000), Second Place ($500) and Third Place ($250) 
 
If your photograph does not sell, please make arrangements to pick up your piece at the PDP office.  Any other 
form of return (shipment) that you might request will need to be prepaid by you.
